Important Note: the color Bronze in the ancient world was actually a brass like color (known as Roman Bronze).  Bronze is not the darker color known today.

Cavalry
Poeni Cavalry (Cv): Skin would be tan to light brown. Spear (iron tip and buttspike), short sword worn on a bauldric over right shoulder and hanging on left side (brown leather).Carried a round shield with iron or bronze hub and fittings. Face of shield would probably be painted in solid colors such as red, yellow, white, or brown. Bronze conical helmet with cheek plates - might have a red,  yellow,  or white crest of horse hair. Knee length (might be longer or shorter) tunic worn loose and full (no waist belt or tie), normally with sleeves to wrist, although some could be sleeveless, and could be in white, yellow,  tan or red colors.  Beards were not uncommon, especially among older soldiers. Most would shaven however. Brown leather sandals and belting. Armor was either a bronze cuirass with white leather pteruges, or perhaps a linen/leather (painted white normally) cuirass (in the Greek fashion), again with pteruges. There could probably be some variance in tunic and shield  face colors within the same unit. Purple saddle cloth was common. Horse leather would be brown with iron fittings.

Gaul Cavalry/Nobles (Cv): Long swords hung from a leather or iron sheath (perhaps with ornate bronze/iron fittings) on the waist by chain or leather belt, oval/round shield, and perhaps with one or two spears and/or javelins as well.  The shield would have an iron/bronze boss plate at its front center. Might wear a sleeveless mail tunic. Mail was not as common as helmets in the celtic armies. The shield was often red or blue, although other colors were known, such as dark green, and would have painted designs on its face (in yellow, red, or black or other contrasting colors). See plate 130 of AMPW for sample designs. Shield backs would be unpainted wood. Most wore pants and long sleeved tunic. The pants might extend only to just below the knees, or all the way to the ankle where they would be tied with leather strings. Pants might be baggy or tight. Might also wear a cloak (sometimes hooded). All clothing  was of un-dyed wool (various shades of brown, tan), could be checkered, or striped, and often brightly colored:  purple, scarlet, brown, yellow, and blue were common cloth colors. Hair might be stiffened with lime (white streaks through hair simulate this) to make it stand up. Long flowing mustaches were common, and a few might also have a short beard. Hair colors were often blonde, or red, and browns. Footwear would be brown leather shoes, if worn at all. Bronze, gold, silver torc and armlets would often be worn as well. Many wear a bronze or iron  helmet of various designs (including captured ones), perhaps with a hair/feather crest (black or white most common) or bronze/iron wings or horns. Saddle cloth would be in brown cloth colors, and harness/bridle, would be brown ]leather; same goes for the riders belts/straps, etc.
Numidian/Moorish Cavalry (LH): 1 or  more javelins (yew shaft, iron tip and butt-spike), small round shield (leather/tan), and perhaps a small dagger hung from the waist. Clothing was limited to just an off-white or tan short, baggy sleeveless tunic, pinned on a shoulder and belted at the waist (cloth in same color or perhaps a rope or crude leather belt). Moor/numidian Skin was brown to light brown (not black). Hair was black; facial hair (beard) might also be found on some warriors. No horse furniture/saddle cloth except for a rope around the neck of the horse to guide it.

Infantry

Poeni Citizen Inf. (Sp or Ax): Skin would be tan to light brown. Short spear or javelin (iron tip and buttspike), and short sword worn on a bauldric over right shoulder and hanging on left (brown leather). Carried a thureos (long oval shield) with iron or bronze hub and fittings. Face of shield would probably be painted similar to Roman shields;  in solid colors such as red, yellow, white, or brown. Bronze conical helmet with cheek plates - might have a red,  yellow,  or white crest or feathers. Knee length (might be longer or shorter) tunic worn loose and full (no waist belt or tie), normally with sleeves to wrist, although some could be sleeveless, and could be in white, yellow,  tan or red colors.  Beards were not uncommon, especially among older soldiers. Most would shaven however. Brown leather sandals and belting. Armor was not normally worn. However, some troops might wear a linen/leather (painted white normally) cuirass (in the Greek fashion) with pteruges. There could probably be some variance in tunic and shield  face colors within the same unit. 

Libyan Spearmen (Sp): Skin would be tan to light brown.  Short spear or javelin (iron tip and buttspike), and short sword worn on a bauldric over right shoulder and hanging on left (brown leather). Bronze hellenistic type helmet, with or with out cheek guards, perhaps with a white crest (see page 145, plate 102, AMPW). Large round shield with painted designs on front (see plate 102 in AMPW for sample design). Shield colors might be red, white, yellow, black, perhaps green or blue. Armor worn was hellenistic linen/leather corselet with shoulder flaps and pteruges typically painted white, perhaps with red designs. See plate E2, ACW for a picture of this armor. Brown leather sandals, with no leg armor (although some might wear bronze grieves). Tunic was short sleeved, extending to the mid thigh, and could be in white, yellow,  tan or  red colors. After 217 BC,  many veterans would wear captured Roman mail shirts with brown leather belt, or chest plate (ie as like Roman Hastati),  oval Roman shields, and  grieves (bronze) on legs. Some might also wear a Roman helmet instead of a macedonian style one. Some might also be dressed in gallic tunics, helmets (bronze or iron), and shoes as well (see gaul infantry for colors).  Even then many of the rear ranks of Libyan infantry would still be found with the leather corselet/round/short spear shield equipment. So both kinds of dress would be seen in Libyan formations. There was probably allot of variance in dress, and shield face colors/designs within the same unit.

Libyan Javelinmen (Ps): Skin would be tan to light brown. One or more javelins (iron tipped), short sword worn in a baldric over the right shoulder (hanging on left side) in brown leather. Small round yellow-brown shields.  Beltless short sleeved tunic (red dyed leather), extending to the upper thigh, although could be longer, some even below the knee - although that would be rare. Black hair was cut according to the tribe: left side short, right side long, perhaps in a braided scalplock; long in the back but short in the front; long in the front, short in the back; shaved bald except for a top crest of hair with a metal crescent ornament on the end over the forehead. May have tattoos on arms, or have dyed their skin red. Wore no footwear. See page 145, plate 104, AMPW.

Spanish Scutarii (Ax): Various types of javelin (some all iron; see plate 110a, and b, page 146, AMPW), oval shields (thureos) with painted designs (or could be a single solid color with no designs) on front in white,  reds, yellows, blue, and/or blacks most common; central iron or bronze hub and fittings (see plates 110a, b, c, and d  for example designs). Short sword (all iron, or perhaps with bronze handle) worn in a leather baldric over the right shoulder - hanging on left side) in brown leather or wooden scabbard with leather, bronze or iron fittings. A wide brimmed leather belt was also worn around the waist, often decorated with iron or bronze metal fittings. A dagger was common, often attached to the scabbard of the sword, or just hung from the waist belt in a brown leather/wooden scabbard. Bronze helmets of various types - some being red or black crested. Helmet might actually have a cloth cover to the shoulders which was often white, tan, or an off white color. Normally wore a white (most common), off white, or tan colored tunic reaching to mid-thigh, often with short sleeves, but may have full sleeves. The tunic also had a V-neck. Edging was most common on tunics (neck, sleeves, and at the thigh), in a contrasting color such as red (most common), blue, yellow, or white (when the tunic was some other color). Footwear was either brown leather boots, sandals/shoes, or none whatsoever. See plates 109-110, page 146, AMPW, as well as plates E, and F3, in RE4 for general appearance in color. There probably was some variance in tunic colors within the same unit. Shield color and designs would be of mixed types in same unit.

Gauls (Wb): Long swords hung from a leather or iron sheath on the waist by chain or leather belt, oval/rectangle scutum shield, and perhaps with one or two spears as well.  The shield would have an iron/bronze boss plate at it front center. The shield was often red or blue, although other colors were known, such as dark green. Some warriors might still  fight naked. Some would be bare-chested, and with pants. Some might have pants and a long sleeved tunic. The pants might extend only to just below the knees, or all the way to the ankle where they would be tied with leather strings. Pants might be baggy or tight. Hair might be stiffened with lime to make it stand up. Long flowing mustaches were common, and a few might also have a short beard. Hair colors were often blonde, or red, and browns. Might also wear a cloak. All clothing  was of un-dyed wool (various shades of brown), could be checkered, or striped, and some might be brightly colored:  purple, scarlet, brown were common. Footwear would be brown leather shoes, if worn at all. Bronze, gold, silver torc and armlets would often be worn as well. Might wear a bronze or iron  helmet, perhaps with a hair crest (black most common).

Other Troops

Officers/Generals: Poenii officers (often found in command of non-poenii as well as poenii troops) would be armed with short sword worn on a bauldric over right shoulder and hanging on left (brown leather). Bronze conical helmet with cheek plates - might have a red,  yellow,  or white crest(s) or feathers. Knee length (might be longer or shorter) tunic worn loose and full (no waist belt or tie), normally with sleeves to wrist, although some could be sleeveless, and could be in white, yellow,  tan, red, or even purple (a common color among officers) colors.  Beards were not uncommon, especially among older soldiers. Most would shaven however. Brown leather sandals and belting. Would wear iron scale mail with ptergus (white?). However, some might wear a linen/leather (painted white normally) cuirass (in the Greek fashion) with pteruges instead, although this couldn't be as common. Might also wear bronze grieves on both legs. A cloak was also common (probably red or,  more likely, purple). Could have a shield (round or thureoi), with similar design as for poenii infantry or cavalry.

Banners: Might be carried by an officer or a normal trooper. The banner was on a wooden pole (perhaps with an iron spear tip and butt-spike). And was made up of bronze devices at the top, and perhaps colored ribbons hanged from it (blue, red, white, yellow, or perhaps purple). Mounted and foot troops might be seen with such banners. See plate E2, ACW for a colored example.

Elephants (El): Small African types, gray to grayish-brown in color. Had a large wooden tower (brown in color) on its back which probably held 2 men armed with javelins and shieldless (held on the back of the elephant with iron chains or ropes - over top the cloth). The tower would sit on a large solid or mixed colored  ( red, blue,  tan, or yellow most likely) cloth draped over the elephant The tower would have shields (perhaps all bronze) hung over the sides. The driver would most likely be unarmored, but would have some types of rod to guide the animal (made of wood and bronze or irib). He was probably dress in brown, white, tan or other native colored clothing. The crew in the tower would probably be dressed as for poenii infantry troops. They might wear linen/leather cuirass (white) with ptergus.
