Cavalry
Roman Eques (Cv): Spear (with iron butspike), sword worn on right of a waist belt (sheath was leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with bronze fittings?),  round shield with a central iron boss (painted white, red, blue?, often with designs - see plate B of RRA), and often a rib like that of a scutum (see plates 140, 46, and 130e of AMPW), bronze plate cuirass with pturges (leather-brown?), and bronze helmet (attic common, although many greek types were evident) crested with crimson or black (or yellow?) hair or feathers. Would also wear a dark brown or black cloak. Short sleeved off-white tunic. Footwear would be brown leather short boot. Belting and straps would be brown leather. Horse cloth and horse straps would most likely be red with iron fittings. Cuirass is gradually replaced with a metal chain mail shirt (like that of the infantry) along with biotian helmets,  mid to late 2nd C. (?). See plate G2 in RRA. Would have red leather saddle, and straps, etc. with bronze/iron  fittings.

Numidians (LH): Several yew-shafted javelins (with iron butspikes), light round bossless leather shield,  and perhaps a dagger. Wore a short , baggy, sleeveless tunic of undyed wool (off-white to tan) pinned at the shoulders and belted. Skin was dark brown but not black. Sometimes bearded (always black hair colors). Would carry a guiding stick to control his horse (which had a rope around its neck to control it. No saddle or leather straps on the horse.

Hastati (Bd): Two pilums,  short sword (sheath was leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with bronze fittings?) on right waist belt,  small square bronze breast plate held over the front torso by brown leather straps,  one bronze grieve on the left (forward) leg fastened in place by a brown leather strap (some soldiers might actually wear a second grieve on the other leg - if they could afford it),  bronze helmet (of various types - see plates 132-134 in  AMPW for examples)  with a crest of black or crimson feathers, scutum (oval shield) with iron fittings on its top and bottom rims, as well as a reinforced center plate of iron or bronze. Back of shield would be red-brown. The shield had no decorations on its front, and was painted a single color, typically red, white,  or brown. A short sleeved tunic was worn of off-white color. Footwear would be brown leather sandals. Belting and straps would be brown leather.
Principes (Bd): Spear (replaced by a pair of pilums around 250 BC),  short sword (sheath was leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with bronze fittings?) on right waist belt,  small square bronze breast plate held over the front torso by brown leather straps. A sleeveless mail shirt (iron) was often worn in place of the breast plate as principes were more wealthy from longer service than the hastati. A short sleeved tunic was worn of off-white color. One bronze grieve on the left (forward) leg fastened in place by a brown leather strap (some soldiers might actually wear a second grieve on the other leg - if they could afford it), bronze helmet (of various types - see plates 132-134 in  AMPW for examples) with a crest of black or crimson feathers and/or horse 

hair (might also be yellow) , scutum (oval shield) with iron fittings on its top and bottom rims, as well as a reinforced center plate of iron. Back of shield would be red-brown. The shield had no decorations on its front, and was painted a single color typically red, white,  blue, yellow, or brown. Perhaps each maniple (or legion?)  had the same color face on the shield. Footwear would be brown leather sandals. Belting and straps would be brown leather.
Triari (Sp): Spear,  short sword on right waist belt (sheath was leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with bronze fittings?),  sleeveless mail shirt (iron). A short sleeved tunic was worn of off-white color. One bronze grieve on the left (forward) leg fastened in place by a brown leather strap (some soldiers might actually wear a second grieve on the other leg - if they could afford it),  bronze helmet (of various types - see plates 132-134 in  AMPW for examples)  with a crest of black or crimson feathers, and/or horse hair (might also be yellow) scutum (oval shield) with iron fittings on its top and bottom rims, as well as a reinforced center plate of iron or bronze. Back of shield would be red-brown. The shield had no decorations on its front, and was 

painted a single color typically red, white,  blue, yellow, or brown. Perhaps 

each maniple (or legion?) had the same color face on their shields. Footwear would be brown leather sandals. Belting and straps would be brown leather.
Leves (Ps): Leves were replaced by Velites around 211 BC. These troops carried spear, and javelin, as well as short sword on right side of leather waist belt (sheath would be leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with bronze fittings?). They wore no other armor and carried no shield, and may not have even worn a helmet. Otherwise they wear a short sleeved tunic was worn of off-white color. Footwear would be brown leather sandals. Belting and straps would be brown leather.

Velites (Ps): Short sword on right side of leather waist belt (sheath was leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with bronze fittings?), 5-7  javelins,  3' diameter round shield with iron reinforced edge all around. The shield would also have an iron hub at its center. The shield had no decorations on its front, and was painted a single color, typically red, white,  blue,  yellow,  or brown. Bronze crestless helmet with or without cheek guards, sometimes worn under a wolf skin (or similar)  head-cap. A short sleeved tunic was worn of off-white color. Footwear would be brown leather sandals. Belting and straps would be brown leather.

Other Infantry
Cretans (Ps): These were hired mercenaries. Were armed with bows, although some might carry javelins. Wore a red tunic. Might also carry a bronze shield (colored brass on front). Footwear would be a leather shoe or sandal. Belts/straps would probably be of brown leather.
Gauls (Wb): Long swords hung from a leather or iron sheath on the waist by chain or leather belt, oval/rectangle scutum shield, and perhaps with one or two spears as well.  The shield would have an iron/bronze boss plate at it front center. The shield was often red or blue, although other colors were known, such as dark green. Some warriors might still  fight naked. Some would be bare-chested, and with pants. Some might have pants and a long sleeved tunic. The pants might extend only to just below the knees, or all the way to the ankle where they would be tied with leather strings. Pants might be baggy or tight. Hair might be stiffened with lime to make it stand up. Long flowing mustaches were common, and a few might also have a short beard. Hair colors were often blonde, or red, and browns. Might also wear a cloak. All clothing  was of un-dyed wool (various shades of brown), could be checkered, or striped, and some might be brightly colored:  purple, scarlet, brown were common. Footwear would be brown leather shoes, if worn at all. Bronze, gold, silver torc and armlets would often be worn as well. Might wear a bronze or iron  helmet, perhaps with a hair crest (black most common).

Other Troops
Officers/Generals: Bronze plate cuirass (might have brown or white leather pturges at waist and perhaps shoulders as well), bronze grieves on each leg (with leather straps holding them in place), Short sword on right side of leather waist belt or bauldric slung over shoulder (sheath was leather/wood painted red, brown, dark green, or blue with iron or bronze fittings), and red waist sash, otherwise as the troops of his unit. General officers wore red (or purple at times) cloaks. Tribunes and above might wear white tunics edged purple. Centurions might wear reversed crests on their helmets. Otherwise officers would tend to wear whatever they wished. Bronze helmets with red or yellow crests for tribune and above officers. White tunics, perhaps edges red. On horse back would have red leather saddle, and straps, etc. with bronze/iron  fittings

Musicians/Banners: 

Dressed as for other normal troops (hastati, triarri, or princips, except would often wear a lion, or wolf pelt (brown to tan, and covering the helmet and back). Might also wear bronze grieves. The standard was on a wooden pole (painted red or brown) and had iron and/or bronze devices (plates, or animals), toped with an iron or bronze symbol, and ribbons (red). Brown leather boots or sandals, and may have a small round shield as well (edged bronze or iron, with an iron or bronze boss) painted in normal shield colors (see other legion infantry for colors).
