Justification:
Men go up the hall, women go down the hall, start with R shoulder to the opposite gender
Women go up the hall, men go down the hall, start with R shoulder to the opposite gender

This can be done by pulling the active couple through or by arching (london bridge?)

Man 2 stands in the center of the circle, circle should take 2 measures to complete

Couple 2 have 2 measures to do this turn
